Friday Night! (Departure)
· No one gets on the buses when they arrive.

· You announce when the adult sponsors can get on the bus and pick their seat.  Tell the youth when it is their turn to get on the buses.  The youth may not move things from a seat unless it is their own stuff.

· Before the youth load the bus let them know that they can get on either bus but 12th graders are first, 11th, 10th, and on down.  But they also must know that by the end of the loading if it ends up that some of the 9th graders cannot sit with their friends they will be asked to re-organize so that no one is setting “alone”.  YOU MUST HAVE SPONSORS STANDING AT THE DOOR OF THE BUSES TO MAKE SURE THE GRADE LEVELS GO IN ORDER.  With the megaphone you are to yell:  “Seniors go now”—wait for sponsors to signal you for the next group.  When they signal you, yell, “Juniors go now”, etc. on down the line.  **Keep this process going as quickly as possible.  The kids need to get on the bus, get a seat and stay in it!

· Once everyone is seated, we will check roll and remind the youth to stay on this bus until we get to Denver.  No switching.
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On the bus:

· MAKE THESE ANNOUNCEMENTS:

· 1.  Any medication you are taking needs to be on the bus with you and not in your suitcase.  We don’t stop until Amarillo about 2 a.m.

· 2.  You need to have your money for breakfast and lunch and some shopping on the bus with you.  You will not be able to get into your luggage until you arrive to the condos.  That also means that you cannot get another change of clothes.  So don’t stink up the ones you are in.

· 3.  Lights out from 1 to 7 a.m.  No cokes during lights out.

· 4.  Clean up after yourself on the bus.  If we need to clean at each stop, we can.

· 5.  Let the kids know about the driver change in Amarillo and at that time we will get our bus driver, who will be with us the entire trip.  Stress to them how important it is for them to be friendly to our drivers.  “Good-morning, Hello” etc.

· 6. NO PDA!!  You may sleep in your chairs with your own pillow and your own blanket, but you may not share your blanket with someone else under it with you.  Even if they are the same sex!!

· 7.  If things don’t belong to you –leave them alone.  Remember Rod’s golden rule:  You break it, you buy it.

· 8.  No drugs or alcohol period.  There is zero tolerance for this type of inappropriate behavior.

SATURDAY!

· Thank God that you have made it through the night.

· After lunch have youth get ready for rentals.  Line up alphabetically.  Remember to pull out “special” rental people.

· Announce room assignments.

· Buy award stuff, Senior Shirts.

· Tell sponsors that there will be a sponsor meeting every evening after the program.

· Worship announcements and assignments:

· Name tags and prayer partner game.

· Beginners, skiing with a buddy, phone calls in rooms.

· Ski school—announce names of those taking ski school and they all must meet up after worship for a MANDATORY meeting.

· Food announcements.  Do you have everything?  

· Sunday skiing information

· Schedule & damages

· Lights out 11:00 p.m.

SUNDAY!

· Pray and thank God that you have made it through another day.

· Get credit card

· Call the photo company and confirm the times and get the directions to where you are to meet for your group picture on Monday.

· Buy hats for the bus drivers.

· Order Natalie’s new Lexus 3000 with the leather interior, 100 disc CD changer and free gas for a year.

· Daily announcements at worship, then have worship.

· Take beginners to lessons

· remind youth to check food stuff

· meet for dinner at 5:30 p.m.

MONDAY!

· Pray 

· Order the 20 x 24 size picture of the ski trip picture.  Also order a 5X7 for the church paper.  Pay for these with the church credit card.  It takes a long time to get the pictures in the mail from the photo company, so please take some group pictures with the little cameras so that we will have one to put in the church newspaper article that will be written next week.  Or ask the photo place it you can pay more for a rush order on the 5X7.  If so, pay for it and have them mail it to Rod at the church.

· Daily announcements will be done briefly that morning to remind kids to change clothes at the slopes, put fast-food money in their purse and not in their luggage, etc..

· Clothes to change into

· shoes for rental shop

· money for dinner

· Remind kids about all of the injuries that happen on the last day of skiing.

· Evening announcements will be made on the bus after dinner.  Again, remind them of quiet time, no sodas from 11:00 p.m. to 5:30 a.m. (this time changed because you will be getting on the road much earlier).  You will have some announcements to make---remember that by this time the kids are so exhausted that they are not paying attention to you and could absolutely care less about what you are saying.

· celebrate Dan Smith’s 16th birthday and Greg Asher’s really old birthday.

TUESDAY!
· Pray Big Time!!  You, with the help of the great sponsors did it!!
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
